PETSRES – HELPING YOU AND YOUR PET GO HOME
It is possible to find a landlord who will allow you to have a pet. To improve your chances of finding such a landlord, it is important that you demonstrate your ability to be a responsible pet owner.  A new landlord, however, doesn't know your pet at all -- nor does he know you or what type of pet owner you are. 

A pet resume has helped people get rental accommodation – even where “no pets” are allowed.  Properly done, a pet resume shows the landlord that you are a responsible pet owner.

PetsRes will verify all your references, including your vet, and give you a resume that will do you and your pet proud! 

What we need from you is the following:

1. A picture of your pet, or ALL your pets!  We generally recommend one resume per pet, but there are other options as well.

2. Tell us something outstanding about your pet, such as unlikely to shed (like a poodle), non-allergy (Russian Blue) or slow to bark.

3. References for us to call and list on the resume(letters from them would be a great bonus):  

a)
Previous landlord(s) 

b)
Veterinarian (you may want to have your pet’s records with you, or perhaps your vet can provide them if a landlord wants to see them).  Spayed and neutered pets are much better tenants. 

c)
Neighbours who know your pets – or DON’T know your pet because they never heard any noise.
4. Exercise – this can apply to both dogs and cats, whether they are indoor or outdoor, and if/when they are taken for walks.  

5. Has your pet lived in an apartment before? 

6. Tell us how and why you got your pet – even better if the story is particularly humourous or heartwarming. One tenant explained she was single and wanting kids—but a dog would do the trick to assuage her maternal yearnings until the right fellow came along

7. Are you willing to sign a pet agreement and/or pay a pet deposit?  If you indicate this ahead of time, the landlord might be more lenient as it is something s/he won’t have to insist on.  Pet agreements are handy, since they supply written proof you will tend the animal as agreed. The name, age and breed of the pet is also included, along with date of the rental agreement.  If the landlord doesn’t have one, and you need one, let us know. 

8. Tenants working at home, or close to home, may find that a plus when convincing landlords.
9. A brief profile of you! This is just as important, since landlords rightly want to rent to responsible tenants.
